Insp Horton outlined the current status in the South Suffolk Area 

Changes have now been carried out, Hadleigh now has 6 PC's full time, any PCSO's are now based at Landmark house or delegated areas.

Pc Dave Wright has now gone back to response and Mike Small is starting as Engagement officer

SNT nature has now changed with more investigation and support work, local priorities

Burglaries, this has become a problem since the clocks changed, burglaries had been happening late in the afternoon house with no lights on had been identified as no one in, suggest timers used on lights to turn lights on late in the day.

Claydon Autos, 6 vehicles had been taken, 2 people have been arrested.

Small shops, Brantham, Barham, ram raids, vehicles used left abandoned, cigarettes and alcohol taken.

Robbery, Brantham, tills and alcohol.

Post office, Stoke By Nayland, 3 arrested.

Hadleigh, Clothes shop, Hair dressers and beauty salon, various items taken

Bramford village hall, advice needed for security, Philip Kemp of the police will attend and give advice on security issues

Diane Chase, Hintlesham, several burglaries, pub break in, Evidence, finger prints and evidence gathering, enquiries ongoing.

Crime figures similar to last year in most areas.

Robin Coates, Wherstead. Burglary wherstead during the day, any update, 

can anyone suspisous be challanged, many people park up the hill during the day, phone 101 and report, with number plate of vehicle, one who had been reported was spoken to by police.

Jenny, Capel, Burglars taking light stuff, passports cash, 

Tv's, laptops, jewellery, car keys to take cars then using the vehicles in ram raids.

Trott, Brantham, Scout Hut area of Brantham, drug dealing, police attending the area

Ann Hurst, Copdock, antisocial behaviour in village, litter pick carried out on the Saturday, items found in hedges, probably stolen from Tescos, 48 hours after clean up, two weekends in a row.

Gordon, Flowton, Eggs stolen and then being thrown against houses in village

police woman attacked in London, should the public step in to help, this would depend on the people and the situation, the use of reasonable force may be used where needed 

Diane Chase, Hintlesham, Police operations to stop criminals, are they good deterrent, 71 cars stopped recently in Hadleigh Road, only 15 vehicles were cleared to leave, no insurance, no MOT, no licence, seat belt, wanted people, a good operation for one day, fortunately criminals need vehicles to get about too.

David Busby, Belstead, there is a lot going on in Ipswich, how much resources does this draw in from the parishes, manly only when something major happens like a stabbing etc will the SNT be drawn in to help, police presence, door to door reassurance.

John Hinton, East Bergholt, Signs on the A12 were supposed to be re installed after surfacing works but have never been put back up. 5 incidents lately, could we ask highways to reinstall. Chaos on the road when the road or the bridge is closed.
